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Notes from the May Float at Choate Pond

Question of the Month:

“What is one of your favorite tips for modeling inexpensively?”

Arthur Perlmutter: | save money by taking the coupons from the Sunday paper from A.C.
Moore and Michael's and using them to buy wood, paint and glue for 40% or 50% off a regularly
priced item. Michael's will accept a coupon from A.C. Moore but A.C. Moore will only take
their own coupons.

Steve Levesque: My cheap trick: | have quite a few Sailboats that require "deep keels" and a
rather heavy "Bulb".

| do not like fooling around with molten lead as it tends to screw-up your day and mess up your
face when the stuff blows up in the pot. It usually doesn't help your house much either!

What | do is cast the bulbs in a cardboard tube with epoxy and #7 or 9 shotgun pellets. (I'm a
skeet shooter and have the lead hanging around.) I've made a number of tubes in various
diameters marked off in different lengths for different weights. | simply weigh the lead "dry” in
the tube and change the length and diameter etc. until | find the right weight. | found the weight
of the epoxy makes little difference.

| cast using "West" epoxy mixed with the lead shot in a slurry with the keel already in the
cardboard tube through a slot (taped-up so the epoxy doesn't leak out). 1 usually drill a couple of
holes through the keel so the epoxy locks the bulb to the keel. For the bigger boats I usually run
a few bolts through the keel (witch will end up internal to the bulb). After the epoxy "kicks" I
simply peel the cardboard off and file the nose and tail to shape.

Mike Hale: 1 find that U-Do-It-Electronics is a great source for much cheaper amplifiers- just
got a 7Watt amp Kit for my pirate ship ($15.00), speakers, sound systems, plus they have your
general supplies of wire, connectors and switches.
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Larry Milo: With regards to tools, buy the absolute best (quality) you can find and afford.
They will last a lifetime and save time, energy, frustrations, mistakes and poor results as well as
money over the long haul.

Bill Michaels: Home Depot has big cans of spray paint in the basic colors for only a dollar or
two. When I need to paint something white, | will often use one of those cans instead of firing
up the airbrush with more expensive hobby paint.

Cheap cordless screwdrivers can be good sources for 3-6 volt DC motors with a robust
gearbox—use them to make winches, etc.

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Now Hear This!

I’m starting a new section of the newsletter—“Now Hear This!” For those that haven’t sailed
on Navy or CG vessels, this is the traditional start to any announcement made over a ship’s
loudspeakers.

For the newsletter, the idea will be to give members a forum for sharing ideas or opinions or
what-have-you with the rest of the club.  This won’t necessarily be an every month thing- but I
hope at least some of you have something to contribute (especially in slow news months!).

I’Il kick it off....

Club Standard Docks: Before moving back east, | was a member of the Northwest RC Ship
Modelers in Seattle. One of the ideas we came up with was to create a “Club Standard” dock
system. The idea was to come up with a system that would allow member to build sections of
docks for their models, which could interconnect with docks built by other members.

The trick to doing this was to come up with a standard connector. One of the club members had
access to some right angle metal stock, so he made a couple dozen four inch long pieces with a
pair of holes drilled in each face. Every one was the same, and they were handed out at a club
meeting.

The idea was fairly successful—people would build sections of dock with the connector at one
end, with posts to serve as mounting points at other spots on the section. The docks could now
be interconnected in a variety of ways, because they all used the same connector, and were
designed to accept the standard connector from someone else’s docks. The docks people built
ranged from simple to fancy—the simplest ones were a length of painted 2x4 with a connector at
one end, and pairs of finishing nails at the other to accept others’ connections. Other built fancier
docks, to tie in with the type of model they had.

| was thinking it might be a fun thing for us to do, if there is interest. In Seattle, we had a mini-
marina of models, and no one was stuck hauling home a huge assembly of docks—everyone
brought a piece to add to the project.

One truly ingenious modeler built a section of dock that also served as his model stand. It had
some dowel “pilings’ at each corner. On the bench, it had chocks to act as a model stand. Flip it
over, and the other side was painted as a simple concrete dock, with some cleats and bollards to
tie the model up to in the water.
